Lesson Plan Title: About Me

Length: 8:30a-9:30a

	Performance:

	Once upon a time there were two artists who were stranded on a far away island and had to wait a whole week until someone came to rescue them. Because these two artists did not know each other they introduced themselves. One artist came up with an idea; he told the other artist that they should draw something that let the other person know who they were; what they like to do for fun, what their favorite wild animal is, if they play an instrument, what their family looks like, anything about their lives that the other person couldn’t guess just by looking at them. They used all the materials that were available to them and each person took their time to draw their ideas. Once they were done, they each took turns to show the other person who they were and told a story about themselves.

	Instruction:

	Day 1
	Instruction - The teacher will... (Be specific about what concepts, information, understandings, etc. will be taught.) Identify instructional methodology. KNOW (Content) and DO (Skill)
1. Artist Introductions: At the beginning of class Tod will present who he is  as an artist. He will ask the students to gather around on the rug. He will show the artwork that he brought, the process that he did to make the artwork, and the materials he used to make the artwork.  Leave room for student questions. 
2. Introduce Sketchbooks: Ask the students what they think a sketchbook is used for. 
a. List out their answers on the board
b. How we (teachers) use our own sketchbooks in our artistic processes. (It’s not only for drawing, you can write or store found objects for inspiration).
3. Sketchbook Cover: Self portrait
a. Students will be asked a number of questions one by one to identify who they are. They will sketch their answers in their sketchbooks. In order to identify which sketchbook is whose, they will make a self-portrait for their cover. 
i. On the board we will write the following questions: What describes you? Who are you? Ex: What’s your favorite color, draw your pets if you have any, what do you do for fun, do you play sports or musical instruments, what do you want to be when you grow up? What are your favorite animal, place, and food? Draw your family. 
b. Tell students that  they’re going to make with their sketchbook cover art. Ask them to cut out a page from their sketchbook to use as their sketchbook cover. And allow them to glue the page on their cover. 
c. Ask them to write down their  name so we identify which sketchbook is whose.. 
d. They will now make their sketchbook covers from the ideas they previously sketched. 
e. Go around to check their progress, ask them questions about what they’re making. 
4. Artist Introduction: The second teacher (Rosie) will then bring the students together on the rug and introduce who she is  and show her artwork. 
a. Rosie will show her clay penguin and explain the process she went through. (Pottery mask, to demonstrate what artists must use)
b. Show old sketchbooks to show planning and ideas of artworks. 
 Leave room for student questions.  
5. Sketchbook Cover: Group Discussion
a. Ask the students to retrieve their sketchbooks and sit down in an oval on the rug. (Attention)
b. Pass the penguin around and have each student talk about their sketchbook covers, what they decided to draw, tell a story about their work of art that reflects who they are. Why did they draw the things they made?
6. Pre-assessment: Culture
a. Ask the students to turn to the first page of their sketchbook and either illustrate or write down what Culture means to them? 
b. Discuss their answers.

CLASS: #1: Personalizing Sketchbook Covers

DATE: 9.11.15

What worked well for this art experience? Why?

For the most part all the students were well behaved. They know to listen to whoever is speaking and because my teaching partner and I had them sitting down in the rug in the middle of the classroom, they have practiced this many times with their teacher Denise. Of course there were students who were in their own little worlds but we engaged them with questions and did not speak to them for very long. It’s ideal to only speak to 1st graders for about 6-7 minutes, based on their age. And that was true, if my teacher partner and I spoke for much longer some of the students would talk to each other and not be very attentive. We ran out of time, which is better than being under prepared. After my teaching partner finished his artist talk, we asked the students what artist use sketchbooks for and they surprisingly knew very well! Then we had them sit at their tables and just start planning out their sketchbook covers and draw anything they could imagine. It took all of the class period, allowing time at the end to make my own artist talk and presented some of my work to them.

What didn’t work well for this art experience? Why?

I think we need to be more conscious about our speech to the students since they are younger and aren’t as advanced like we are just yet. So we need to make sure to use easier words for them to understand us better but not talk to them like babies either. I noticed that whenever my teaching partner would speak, some of the students looked confused so I would interject and try to define what he meant, which helped out some what.

What would you do differently? Why?

My teaching partner and I definitely forgot to set some ground rules and expectations at the beginning of our lesson. Denise mentioned to us that we should have done that, we must have been too excited to have thought about it! One major thing we need to include for next class. Also, when Tod and I presented our sketchbook covers, I noticed that some of the students might have copied our ideas. I talked about liking flowers and some of the students drew flowers, as well as Tod drawing creatures and some of the students were drawing creatures. We could have pushed them a little bit more to figure out how to make their drawings more personal to them. But the majority of the class drew their own art work.
