Title: Making a Monument

Length: 8:30-9:30a

	Action to motivate/Inquiry Questions:

	Day 1
	1. Start class with a short presentation about monuments. And explain why they’re important, how big they are and what they’re made of.
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Leaning tower of Pisa

2. After the presentation, ask students if they have been to these places or somewhere where there was a big monument?

3. After a few students have participated, ask them to get back to their seats and start thinking of a monument they can build for someone special or something in their life. 
a. What kind of monument would you make for them?
4. Introduce them to the materials (foam board, glitter paper, cotton balls… etc) which they have all should have some prior knowledge of what each material is.

5. Allow students to make their own art while thinking what their special person would like to have as a monument.
6. Allow time for clean up.
	1) Students learn that there are many forms of art like architecture and how different they can be from one another and intended purpose.

2) Memory and recollection of ideas; comparing and contrasting.

3) Exploring ideation by making connections, comparing and contrasting.
4) Variety of materials can be used for creation, problem solve how to use them for end product.
5) Synthesize possibilities to create a structure for someone/something important.
