Lesson Plan
Title: Cultural Artifacts

Length: 8:30-9:30a

	Performance:
What will students accomplish as a result of this lesson? This can be presented to students in the form of a story. In this narrative the students take on a role and create a learning product about a specific topic for a certain audience. (RAFT – Role / Audience / Format / Topic)

	The alien Tosalba is wondering why people on earth have so many things that are unique to them. “Artifacts” is what these humans call them, by definition they are “an object made by a human being, typically an item of cultural or historical interest.” They show cultures past and beliefs and who they were as people. As an artist what would your personal artifact be to show Tosalba who you are as a person and as a culture? 


	Tosalba is back and is curious about the artifact you created.  She is wondering about your little trinkets known as artifacts and is curious on how you use color to create meaning.  So through color you will describe how the little artifact you made represents you.  If your artifact is in many pieces how will you fix it? Or even how could it be changed?  Help Tosabla understand how we use color to express yourself with the artifact you made.



	Concepts:

· Their sketchbooks for when they finish early and go to the idea bucket.
· The students clay artifacts that have been fired.

· Students will then go to their seats and start ideating on their sketchbooks what their personal artifacts could be. 
· Time to think and not get stuck on playing with their materials.
· Whenever someone is done sketching in their sketchbooks they’ll be allowed to come up to us and show us what they want to build and get clay form us. 
· Students will get a block of clay to start off with in their process of creating their artifact. 
· Allow time for clean up at the end.

	Day 2
	· A quick review of artifacts and see if they remember what we showed them and what they made.
· Then have the short presentation on color to prepare students for using and mixing color paints.  At the end have a ‘demo’ of mixing colors.
· The first slide will be of the color wheel
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· Then we will talk about the three primary colors while they are up on the board.
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· Quiz students to see if they already know
· Then have examples of mixing, the following slides will be like (color)+(color)=(color)
· like Blue and Red make Purple
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· Yellow and Red make Orange
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· Blue and Yellow make Green
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· mixing of all make Brown
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· After the mixing example ask about how they could make other colors.  Have the students mix colors, pick four students to attempt mixing of paint that is displayed upon a plate..
· After slide show, it will be time to allow students to start painting.
· We will also have a glue station set up so students who have broken artifacts will be able to fix them.
· And will have all other tables be prepped for painting.
· Then group up the students to talk about their newly painted/colored artifacts.
· We will talk about what colors they used how they used them and have these questions in mind
· Why did you choose this color(s)?
· How is it special to you?
· Is it your favorite color?
· How will you create this color? What colors will you be mixing?
· What colors is the artifact based on? What was the source of your artifact’s color?
· Clean up supplies
