Lesson Plan
Title: Celebrations ’Let Them Eat Cake!’
Length:_ 8:30-9:30 am

	It’s Tosalba again and she is wondering why people do things for strange reasons, and only at certain times of the year.  To help explain you will create a celebration of your own.  What will people do during your celebration?  Wear funny hats, coats, or will they walk backwards and wear odd glasses?  What will people eat during your celebration like turkey, boiled eggs, bananas, or birds?

	Day 1
	1. We will introduce the project through a PowerPoint
a. It will be rather short and present a couple Artists like Michelangelo and Barbara Kruger.
What Michelangelo was a renaissance artist and he was mainly a sculptor 
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’Pieta’
Kruger is a digital artist that works with words.
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b. Have questions on how would they want their birthday party to be themed?
Would they like a hat, cape, robe, necklace, ring, armor, etc.
How might their birthday cake be decorated?
c. Then bring up other holidays like Halloween and Day of the Dead.
Talk about how  Halloween was an old European holiday and it was meant to keep spirits at bay.
Dead of the Dead is a Mexican holiday where people celebrate their family that has passed on.
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d. Ask for other holidays possible in other parts of the world.
Like Easter, Chinese New Year, Kwanzaa, Thanksgiving, etc.
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e. Introduce that they can make a birthday celebration or another type of celebration like year of the sun, Day of the Night or something that has traditions and certain attire that are done/used during the holiday.
Attire like boots, gloves, ties, jackets, coats, hats or other specific clothes.
2. Students then will be allowed to work on their projects but first in their sketchbooks.
a. So they can get an idea of what to make without getting too far with questions like:
Would you have hats on you birthday?
Would anyone have to wear a certain coat during your celebration?
Is there a different way people talk to each other during your celebration?
b. Then they will create one of their artifacts using found supplies and paper.
They can use whatever is in the bucket
3. We will have a cleanup before the group discussion 
4. After clean up a group discussion about their work and have students go around and talk about what they made and its purpose for their celebration.

	Day2
	1. Review celebrations to help students get an idea for their artifacts/items for their own celebrations.
a. Talk about artifacts that celebrations have like paper lanterns, cloths, other types of decoration.  How they are used and why they are special.
i. Decor: talk about how decorations are used to help express what the room is trying to convey about the celebration.
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ii. Hats: these are the most noticeable attribute of any party.  They are easy to wear and can be easily passed on from one person to the next.
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iii. Clothing: how is clothing 
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2. Based on the celebration each student came up with, we’ll ask them to create a 3-D object to represent their unique celebration. 
a. Choosing found objects, students will create an artifact representing their celebration. 
b. What do you want to create? 
i. a hat, something you could wear, something to display only, is there a special food you eat during this special celebration
c. Teacher demonstration of artifact
i. Nap Day (Rosie’s celebration)
1. Will create a lot of pillows and blanket that represents nap-time. 
3. Students will use found objects from the class’ found object container to create their 3-D artifact
4. Group discussion about what was made.
a. With questions like; why did you use this color?  
b. What is the reason for the hats/other item?
c. Could these items that you made be considered artifacts?
5. Clean-up

	DAY 3
	1. Based off the celebrations students created, they will illustrate their stories using only paper, glue and scissors

2. At the beginning of class, Rosie will show a short video of Eric Carle  cutting shapes to make his caterpillar 
a. Very Hungry Caterpillar video shows him cutting out and layering shapes to make the caterpillar

3. After video, ask students what a collage is?
4. Teacher will demonstrate how to cut shapes and cutting and gluing to create something new.. 
a. Students will learn about LAYERING paper to create in depth figures or backgrounds
b. Students will only be using paper, no sketching will be done. 
5. Instructions will be given to students:
a. You will create shapes to illustrate what your celebration is about. 
b. ex: if it’s pumpkin day, cut out a round orange shape and add eyes and mouth to it by cutting out smaller shapes. 
c. every one will have a rectangular piece of paper for their collages. 
6. Students will go to seats and start creating!
7. Allow time for clean up. 
8. Line up for recess.

What worked well for this art experience? Why?

Overall I thought it went rather well, not many times of redirecting students during art making. Students were confident enough to ask for help which was new for this class, and I appreciated it. I am getting better with their names, I think I could take role myself, which names really, really, really help at this age. Two Noah and Alister got a little out of hand but listened and followed. Even when I led out the students for recess they got quiet, quickly and smoothly.
What would you do differently? Why?
I guess I would be a bit more evocative toward questioning students whether they actually did need my help. I guess that day I was just excited that anyone asked for assistance. I think lesson plan wise I would have liked to put together a little worksheet for students to help them think about artifacts for their celebrations. However only one student seemed to not be able to come up with an idea for their celebration, they were allowed to make something anyway but still that was a good percentage.
