Title:  Pop Culture

Length: 8:30- 9:30am

To help Tosabla you will be making a pitch for a TV series like what happens before any show you have ever seen, the process they had to go through.  You will be creating a title, a main character, world, and a short story that one would do for presenting their TV series to a major television company.

	1. How does an artist get their ideas and plan them on paper?
a. Allow for 2-3 students to answer
2. PowerPoint with images and video clips
a. Leonardo da Vinci – Who is he? An artist, scientist, architect, engineer and inventor. 
b. He has hundreds of sketches not only about his artwork, but also of inventions he thought about.
c.  Describe each picture where da Vinci’s Virtuous Man, which is a diagram about the human body.  The next piece was a study of a baby, while the last was a concept for the modern day Helicopter.
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d. Fireworks were invented by the Chinese by accident. They were trying to create an elixir of immortality and imagine their surprise!  So we have fireworks because of the Chinese.
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e. Then talk about Fireworks, with these videos

3. Then say art can be made through accidents and doesn’t mean that there is a wrong or right way to make art.  
4. Introduce the TV show project.
a. Hand out the worksheet to students.
i. Students will have make at least one main character then title of their show, the environment, character descriptions, and so on.  
b. Then students will have the option to create their main character out of paper, foam paper, or modeling clay.
5. During this time one of the teachers will pull away students to interview them with these questions on a sheet of paper and write the student’s answers.
a. My favorite art material is…

c. In my sketchbook you will find..
d. My favorite art project is...
6. Then gather up students for a group discussion (if time allows)
a. What is your TV series title?
b. Main character name and minor characters?
c. Where or what is their world?
d. What was your short intro story (Pilot) about?

8. Line up students and take them out to recess.
